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(Description)

"Social Stratification and Mobility" is one of the compulsory courses for sociology majors.
This course is the main course of sociology, which reflects the basic understanding of
sociologists on society. The course focuses on both theoretical study and methodological
and social practice. The theoretical schools involved include: traditional social
stratification theory, neo-Marxist stratification theory, neo-Weberian stratification theory,
neo-Durkheimian stratification theory, functionalist stratification theory, Wright and Gold
Thorpe's stratification theory, some new schools of social stratification theory, and
research on stratification theory and methods in mainland China.

While introducing theories, this course focuses more on analyzing the status quo of social
stratification in China in recent years, exploring the social structure of mainland China, the
problem of the middle class or middle class, and the gap between the rich and the poor.
Teachers hope that through this course, students will have an in-depth understanding of
the great changes that have taken place in China's social classes, social groups and social
structure since the reform and opening up. What is the current situation of farmers in

mainland China? How are the workers? What is the situation of cadres and intellectuals?




The status of the wealthy class? The situation of the poor? This course encourages
students to study on these issues, focusing on the mastery of students' basic theoretical
knowledge and the cultivation of professional analysis ability, and in the analysis of the

real society to cultivate students' sense of home and country and social responsibility.
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
