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(Description)

The course "Social Problem and social governance " is an elective course for
sociology majors, mainly for senior undergraduates. The course aims to help
students understand and grasp the basic national conditions of contemporary China,
understand the main social issues in contemporary China, cultivate students' ability
to apply sociological theories and methods to the analysis of specific social
problems, promote the interaction and integration of various courses in this major,
improve students' enthusiasm and motivation for professional learning, and
cultivate students' professionalism of caring about social issues and caring about
people's livelihood.

This course requires students to read a wide range of research literature on
contemporary China, be familiar with the history of contemporary social
development, strive to cultivate a sociological imagination, achieve a deep
understanding of contemporary Chinese social issues, and master the general style
of writing social issue analysis and research reports.

The main teaching content includes: theory and research methods of social

problems; Population, marriage and family issues; Employment, unemployment and




social security issues; The rural Issue and Chinese Society; Urban issues;
Anti-corruption issues in contemporary China; Social mentality and social stability;
socio-cultural issues; Vulnerable and special population issues. Teaching methods
and teaching steps: Teachers give lecture on basic theories and methods, combined

with the analysis of social issues, to complete teaching tasks.
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
