(Description)

English Extensive Reading is a compulsory course for English majors,
with the purpose of increasing students’ reading quantity and speed, and
enhancing students’ reading abilities.

English Extensive Reading mainly has two features: “extensive” and
‘reading”. “Extensive” means the reading materials are of all genres, and
covering all aspects of social life, including narrative, exposition,
argumentation, news report, advertisement, etc. “Reading” refers to the
major task of the course, that is, to acquaint the students with all kinds of
reading skills, so as to enhance the accuracy in their reading
comprehension and increase their reading speed and reading ability.

Based on a large amount of reading practices, this course specifically
aims at instructing students to learn related reading skills, to get
acquainted with English discourses of all genres, to enlarge their
vocabulary, to cultivate their sensitiveness to the English language, to learn
to appreciate English discourses, and to increase their reading speed, thus
providing theoretical and practical preparations for their everyday English
reading.

After taking this course, the students are supposed to be able to read with
ease editorials and book reviews in English magazines and journals,
historical biographies and novels published in English-speaking countries.
The students should be able to finish reading an article of 1,500 English
words within 5 minutes, with a good grasp of the main idea, basic facts and

details of the article.
