In classroom teaching, this course will adhere to the “student-centered” teaching principle, and
organize teaching in the form of lecture, discussion, question and answer, and classroom
presentation, so that students can coordinate the development of basic English language skills
through the effective balance of language "input" and "output" in participating in classroom
