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Elementary French oral comprehension 1
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(Description)

This course is guided by Xi Jinping Thought on Socialism with Chinese
Characteristics for a New Era, and integrates moral cultivation into
the whole teaching process.

Ability goal: to quickly and correctly grasp the information and
language and cultural knowledge conveyed by basic French listening
materials, think dialectically, and make correct judgments;
Quality goal: in the process of learning French, you can initially
feel and think about the conflict and the necessity of communication
brought about by cultural differences between China and France;
cultivate critical thinking and cross—cultural communication
skills, and strengthen patriotism education.

Teaching methods: Carry out extensive listening and generalization,
intensive listening and proficient listening and speaking training
around the theme of the unit, analyze the factors affecting
listening, organize discussions on related topics, and focus on the
cultivation of dialectical thinking and learning ability.

Teaching requirements: In addition to earnestly and actively
participating in listening training activities in the classroom,
students are required to listen and practice more after class, and
take the initiative to find suitable materials to practice
listening.

Assessment method: Academic assessment strengthens process
assessment and feedback, and adopts a combination of formative
assessment and summative assessment. Final exam score ratio: 70%;
usual score ratio: 30% (including class participation and homework
20%, attendance score ratio: 10%)
