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(Description)

This course focuses on the comprehensive ability of foreign language talents in listening,
speaking, reading, writing and translation. On the basis of their one-year french study,
students can improve their oral comprehension ability through various exercises and
become familiar with general communication topics, learn about the characteristics of
hearing and general issues of hearing training. The course also pays attention to listening,
speaking, thinking, emphasizing students' all-round participation, which is intended to
help them improve ability to grasp key content, ability to reason and guess, as well as
ability to analyze open problems.
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
