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(Description)

This course is aimed at middle and senior students in the French
department, aiming to improve students' French expression ability
through drama performance training.

This 2 hours 8-week acting workshop in French will have students
moving, exploring space and body through physical warm ups,
vocalizing and freeing the instrument to listen and react spontaneously
and create real connections in collaborative dramatic/comedic work.
Once we have created an ensemble we focus on the physicality of the
actor on stage, bringing characters to life through voice and body work,
telling a story, building a history based on inner truth and outward
expression. We then apply this work to characters created in
improvisations, scenes and monologues from classical theater. A good
level of French is helpful.
