also the first problem encountered by French beginners in the process of learning French.
The course "French phonetics improvement workshop" is an elective course for full-time
undergraduate students majoring in French, and is offered to first-year university
students. The students who take this course are all French majors, and they have spent
half a year learning French phonetics. On this basis, in order to allow students to improve
their French pronunciation and intonation, and to better prepare for in-depth study of
French in the future, according to the syllabus of French undergraduate majors, the
"French phonetics improvement workshop" systematically leads students to review and
summarize French in a comprehensive manner. The characteristics of language and
pronunciation, unique phonemes and spelling rules, and a large number of common
special pronunciations are selected to facilitate students to consolidate pronunciation,
especially focusing on leading students to understand and analyze the difference between
similar sounds and the characteristics of intonation and rhythm. This lesson focuses on
rhythm, melody, and intonation in speech flow, helping students master correct
pronunciation and beautiful intonation as quickly as possible. This lesson is an important
combination of "learning while practicing" and "remarks on key points". There are various
teaching methods, including teachers' demonstration of pronunciation, students listening
to recordings, each student reading words and sentences aloud individually, students
doing listening and speaking exercises and short sentence performances in groups, etc.
Teachers require students to be proficient in pronunciation rules and pronunciation
essentials, actively participate in classroom training, review carefully after class, continue
to practice, strengthen the results of classroom practice, and earnestly complete the
weekly assignments.
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
