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(Description)

This course focuses on the historical origins of European integration, the ideas and
movements of European union in the early post-war period, the development of
European integration, the enlargement of the European Community, the progress of the
European Political and Economic Union, the establishment of the European Single Market,
the decision-making mechanisms of the European Union, the EU's common agricultural
policy and food security, and other issues. The course is guided by Marxism and integrates
Xi Jinping's diplomatic thinking into contemporary European issues and regional studies
and teaching to develop undergraduate students' understanding of the EU.

In addition to the basic lecture mode, the course also uses classroom activities such
as debates, group case discussions and role-playing to increase students' immersion and
participation, providing students with the opportunity to organically combine the quality
of their knowledge and ability with their oral presentation skills, and stimulating their
creative and innovative energy.

Attendance is strictly monitored; 15 minutes are set aside for Q&A after each class to
encourage students to ask questions and participate in discussions.
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
