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This course is compulsory for English majors and optional for French majors in
School of Foreign Languages, University of Chinese Academy of Social Sciences,
designed to introduce foreign literary theories, forge a genealogy of literary knowledge and
develop critical literacy so that the students could be well-grounded for their further study
and pursuit.
*URFE A This course is to be provided by the specialists from Institute of Foreign Literature,
(Description) CASS, and will cover literary theories such as psychoanalysis and archetype, structuralism,
post-structuralism, formalism, new criticism, Marxism, feminism, etc, aiming at
cultivating in students competence in theoretical speculation and logical thinking.
