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This course is a professional elective course in linguistics for the second semester of the
second year of English majors. Set the purpose of this course is a brief introduction of
evolutionary history of the English language, make students understand the ins and outs of
English phonetics, grammar and vocabulary evolution also briefly discusses development
of English language and English language national historical and cultural change, the
FRFE R/ relationship between the students in learning and discusses the process to better understand
(Description) the relationship between language and culture, So as to deepen the understanding of the
current situation of English. The significance of this course is to enable students to have a
preliminary understanding of the impact of social and cultural changes on the change and
development of English, to link the changes in the internal structure of English with the
history of English users, and then to master the changes in the characteristics of English
language and the role of external factors.
