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(Description)

English Writing (II) is a compulsory course for English majors and a core
course for cultivating English majors' basic language skill and ability. This
course is guided by Xi Jinping Thought on Socialism with Chinese
Characteristics for a New Era. By taking this course, students will acquire
knowledge and skills while cultivating their integrity and wisdom. Besides,
students will understand and practise the core values of Chinese socialism, and
learn to integrate personal fulfillment with social and national development.

The course will start from the word choices, sentence, paragraph, essay
development and different types essays to enhance students’ writing ability.
This is achieved by reading and analyzing good model essays to familiarize the
students with English language usage, and English writing conventions. The
course will then introduce and practice the nine patterns of essay development,
namely descriptive, narrative, exemplification, process, cause and -effect,
comparison, definition, classification and argumentation. The students will
learn to integrate the patterns in their writing and make progress.

The teaching methodology of English Writing (II) is mainly based on
heuristic, interactive and mixed teaching. Students are expected to preview the




class content and participate in class discussion. Students’ attendance to class
will be checked in accordance with university regulations. Class attendance,
discussion participation and assignments will count for 60% of the final score,
and the final exam will account for 40% of the final score.
