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(Description)

English Writing (1) is a compulsory course for English majors and a core course for
cultivating English majors' basic language skill and ability. The course is oriented around
Chinese characteristic socialism and Chinese dream education, socialism core values
education; Starting from the characteristics of the English language itself, considering
about word choices, sentence, paragraph, and whole essay, while reading good model
paragraphs and essays, comparatively analyzing and modifying each student’
composition, the students can improve their cognition, become familiar with and have
good command of English language usage, and cultivate their ability to express the ideas
clearly, concisely and logically in English.

The major contents of English Writing (1) is to introduce the basic English sentence
structures, paragraph formats, and essay construction, as well as the basic norms and
requirements the writing should follow. Through analyzing the problems frequently
appeared in students' writing, and through imitation and continuous modification,
students' writing ability are thereby enhanced. The focus of this course is on the
discussion and analysis, correction and improvement of student’s writing: model writing




analysis and study, writing characteristics analysis, the cultivation of students’
preliminary ability of writing well, so as to help the students master the Marxist world
outlook and methodology, promote students to master and use proper English language
in proper places to express the ideas.

The teaching methodology of English writing (I) is mainly based on heuristic,
interactive and mixed teaching. The interaction of preview after class is combined with
the interaction of lecture, question and answer and class discussion. Students are
required to attend classes on time and their attendance will be checked in accordance
with university regulations. Classroom attendance, participation and after-class
homework will be counted into the final score, accounting for 30% of the total, and the

final exam score will account for 70% of the total.
