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(Description)

Developed in accordance with the textbook Reading Course, this Extensive Reading in
English course aims to broaden students’ horizon, drill and sharpen their reading skills,
and foster self-study capacity, cultural confidence and intercultural competence through a
variety of pre-, in- and after-class activities. Students will read on a variety of topics such
as college life, cultural shock, Biblical stories, shyness, festivals, advertising, psychology
and science so as to arouse their curiosity. In the process, this course trains several key
reading skills, like context clues to word meaning, understanding sentences, distinguishing
topic from main idea, and skimming and scanning.

This course, by encouraging students to take the initiative to do independent research,
make presentations and interact with each other and with the tutor, aims to cultivate a
healthy China perspective among students, so that they can learn about China and tell the
China story in English better.

This course prioritizes the central role of students while the tutor facilitates students’
autonomous learning and research. Cooperative and investigative teaching shall define
the class sessions with lecturing, discussion, exercise, presentation and Q&A.

Students are supposed to attend every class and actively participate in various class
activities.

Students will be evaluated on the basis of their class exercise, class presentation and a
final closed-book written test.
