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(Description)

Based on deep reading of literary canon, the course instructs students how to
write literary works such as novels, poems and dramas. The lifeline of literature lies in
innovation, and it is a sacred duty of Chinese teachers in college to develop the
Marxism literature. This course will use Marxism to observe and decipher the
literature, and develop it in dynamic and abundant practice of writing . The students
will learn from the achievements of great authors, such as Lu Xun and Lao She, with
an extensive view, and learn widely in actual operation to improve their technique of
writing. In this course, Xi Jinping Thought on socialism with Chinese Characteristics for

a New Era will be used to educate and guide students to strengthen their confidence




in the path, theory, system, and culture of socialism with Chinese characteristics and
to boost patriotism.

This course, which is student centered, will attach importance to the effect of
literary practice, with at least five homework in the procession of teaching and the
analysis of students' papers would also be put in classroom teaching. For students
majoring in Chinese language and literature, enhancing the ability of literary writing is
not only helpful for enhancing their own artistic creativities. But also it forms the basis
of learning and understanding literary works and positively contributes to the study of
literary history. Finally, students in this course will also have a deeper understanding
of Marxist literary theory, the core socialist values, and the law of human ideology’s
evolution.

This course is teaching-based, asking students’ normal attendance and

activeness in classroom teaching. Both of the attendance situation and coursework

will be taken into account as well as exam results.
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
