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(Description)

This course is an optional course for students major in Chinese Language and
Literature.

Tang poetry is a fine piece of ancient Chinese literature with high artistic value, and it
is also a key field for students major in Chinese language and literature to study. This
course mainly selects several significant writers, such as Li Bai, Du Fu, Bai Juyi and Li
Shangyin, introducing their lives and works and summarizing their artistic characteristics
by virtue of several special topics. It will also cover the exploration of the lyrical rules of

BRFE R A Tang poetry. This course aims to deepen students' understanding of the history of Tang
(Description) poetry, and to improve their ability to appreciate artwork and their basic knowledge of

engaging in literary research.

By selecting and interpret some representative works, this course will focus on
introducing the lyrical characteristics of poems by important writers such as Li Bai, Du Fu,
Bai Juyi, and Li Shangyin, and go deep into the heart of the Tang poetry.

Overview and close reading of the works will be used as the main teaching methods.

Learning requirements: active participation in the class discussion and completing the
coursework on time.
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
