In the current all media realistic environment, there have been a large number of
literary works and literary phenomena flowing between different media. Among the
literary works, there have also been works that use other media art techniques for
reference. It is in this case that the cross media narrative research came into being, mainly
including the cross media narrative research within literature and the cross media
narrative between literature and other media art forms. The study of cross media
narrative belongs to the new liberal arts, which is derived from the combination of
Humanities and Social Sciences and new research methods. For the literary discipline,
how to absorb the achievements of communication research, film and television research,
sociology research, and even natural science and technology research into its own
traditional research is the key issue for the development of cross media narrative research
in the literary discipline. This course focuses on literary works and literary research, and
combines the research paths of multi-media narration with the traditional research
methods of the literature discipline to carry out the teaching content. Taking key research
issues as the main thread of the course, the teaching of each key issue combines
theoretical teaching with case teaching, so that students can better understand and
master the relevant theories and research methods of cross media narrative through case
teaching. At the same time, we should deeply understand the core values of socialism
from the perspectives of history and reality, theory and practice, and cultivate students'
national feelings and national identity.
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
