of the hexahexagonal lines, there are special topics, focusing on the selection of




the parts with strong moral cultivation and literary artistic quality, combined
with the yi examples in Zuo Zhuan and Guo Yu, so that students can not only
deeply understand the theory of heaven and man in ancient Chinese philosophy,
but also appreciate the wisdom of Zhouyi from the extension of problems. The
key and difficult points in the course are as follows: First, students master the
example of Yi. Second, the thoughts of Zhouyi are profound. Third, Zhouyi's
unique way of thinking. Therefore, the teaching method will combine teachers'
lecture and students' participation, the network and the classroom, which is
exploratory and personalized. In order to better understand students, mid-term
homework and classroom discussion are adopted, and the "student-centered"
talent training concept is always adopted. The teaching content of this course is
helpful for students to understand the basic spirit of Chinese traditional culture,
and it also plays a positive role in fostering students' feelings of family and
