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(Description)

This course is an elective course for undergraduate students majoring in Chinese
language and literature. It is suitable for students who are interested in further learning
ancient Chinese, as well as those who love Chinese characters and ancient culture.

The course focuses on the basic knowledge of ancient Chinese characters and unearthed
documents. The teaching objectives of this course are to enable students to acquire certain
knowledge of ancient Chinese characters, understand common phenomena and basic laws of the
evolution of Chinese characters, and have certain reading ability of ancient Chinese characters
and ancient documents; to cultivate students' interest in Chinese traditional culture and classics.

The main teaching method is classroom lectures, supplemented by classroom discussions
and homework. The final grade evaluation of this course is based on a combination of final
and regular grades, with final grades accounting for 70% and regular grades accounting for
30%. The usual grades are rated based on students' attendance, classroom participation, and
homework, with a maximum score of 100 points; The final exam will be conducted through an

exam, with a maximum score of 100 points.
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
