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(Description)

"Mythology" is a professional elective course offered by ordinary colleges and
universities for undergraduate students majoring in Chinese language and literature.
Through the introduction and analysis of the basic theories and academic history of
mythology, this course enables students to understand the historical context and basic
situation of mythological research at home and abroad, and has a preliminary
understanding of the main mythological schools and related theories, and can conduct
professional analysis of related mythological works, and deepen students' understanding of
excellent cultural traditions.

This course focuses on understanding and mastering the development context and laws
of mythology, and the difficulty lies in grasping the development context and internal
theory of mythology.

This course mainly takes the form of classroom lectures, requiring students to read the
teacher-designated bibliography and related literature.

This course mainly adopts the examination method, and requires the submission of a

course paper as the basis for course grades.
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
