"Modern Chinese" (1) is an important basic course and compulsory course in the Faculty
of Letters of the University of Chinese Academy of Social Sciences, and it is one of the
most important language courses. The teaching goal of this course is to enable students to
have a systematic and accurate understanding and understanding of modern Chinese, have
a good theoretical literacy, and improve the ability to understand and analyze modern
Chinese and the ability to express and apply modern Chinese. This course systematically
teaches the basic theory and basic knowledge of the common language of the modern
Chinese nationality. The main teaching contents include four parts: introduction, phonetics,
characters, and vocabulary. Among them, phonetics, characters, and vocabulary are the key
and difficult points of teaching. The basic requirements for our current course grade
assessment are to use a combination of final grades (closed-book exams) and usual grades,
with final grades accounting for 70% and usual grades accounting for 30%. The usual
grades include attendance, homework, classroom performance, homework, oral reports and
other sections.

We have added ideological and political education to the curriculum to enhance patriotism
and strengthen cultural self-confidence. In the "Introduction", it tells about the historical
status of the New Culture Movement and the vernacular, about the spirit of salvation and
the awakening of language and culture; in the "Voice" part, it tells about the similarities
and differences of Chinese dialects, and guides students to build a strong sense of
community of the Chinese nation; in the "Text" part It tells about the national advantages
of the carrier of Chinese culture.
