T This course focuses on the basic problems of the development of western
literary and art theories, and tries to make students understand the
discipline characteristics, main achievements and existing problems of
western modern literary and art theories through in—depth description and
classroom discussion. This course requires students to correctly apply the
positions, viewpoints and methods of dialectical materialism and historical
materialism, and analyze specific problems; Students are required to
correctly understand and understand the complexity, value and limitations of

western modern literary and art theories.
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
