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In order to understand the term ‘editing’, we first need to know what we are editing,

and why we are doing so. If you think properly, you will realize that all we edit is
information. Every information or communication is edited for effect, so that they are
better expressed and consequently, better understood. The information can be for
publication or for broadcasting. It can be the content of a book, a magazine, a newspaper in
case of print media. And in case of electronic media, it can be the content of radio,
television, cinema or a website.

This course introduces students to appropriate theories and methods for editing and
designing newspaper both print and online for publication.

It is practice-based with a strong emphasis on grammar, technical aspects of editing,
creation of style guides and principles of design.

The practical outcome of the course is the creation of a print-ready pdf.
Teaching methods:

* Lecture;

* Reading the assigned texts and handouts;

* Doing in-class and after-class assignments, discussion, guessing the

words, and so on;

* Doing a presentation;

* Hands-on reporting and writing news stories and features.
Teaching outcomes:
On successful completion of the course students will be able to:

1. Apply basic copy editing skill using editing marks in manual mark-up,
and Track Changes in Microsoft Word;
Identify and correct common grammatical errors;
Design a style guide appropriate for a publishing project;
Apply basic skills in design and layout;
Demonstrate a critical understanding of ethical, theoretical and practical
considerations of editing and publishing.
