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(Description)

In modern society, information and media have become an important part of everyday
life, with structural impacts on both society and individuals. The "Sociology of
Communication" course adheres to the guidance of Marxism, is based on the shared
experience of perception and use of information media technology in daily life. It needs
students read and discuss classic and important documents, and needs them historically
reflect on the relationship between media and society.The course helps students think
about the life status of themselves in society and understand the relationship between
media and society in the new era of socialism, helps students understand the discipline
and academic system of philosophy and social sciences with Chinese characteristics, and
guides students to go deep into practice and pay attention to practical problems.

The content of the course starts from two main lines. One is Marxist media theory, which
starts with the concept of mediation, which is regarded as a concept similar to
individualization and globalization. Discuss dialectical materialism in terms of applications,
the structural impact of media, the materiality of media and as infrastructure, and
in-depth exploration of the connection between humans and media in the Internet age.
Another main line is STS theories, which starts from other studies of social studies of

science and technology, brings into the perspective of "social construction of technology",

explores media construction and knowledge generation in medicine, religion,




entertainment and daily life, and uses Marxist theory as a guide.

The classroom arrangement is in a parallel manner of lectures and seminars. The course
content is designed with the students' problem awareness, and the classroom teaching
manner is based on the students' learning and practice response. The evaluation is mainly
based on the process evaluation, and the process learning performance is based on the
usual classwork and course papers as the evaluation standard. The ratio of normal grades
and final grades is 3:7.
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
