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This course is a practical course for all undergraduate students in the school. Its main task
is to enable students to have a clear understanding of the essential functions played by
the journalism industry in the entire social system; Enable students to have a clear
understanding of the characteristics and basic quality requirements of the journalism
profession; Familiarize students with the principles of objectivity, tripartite verification,
and balanced reporting, and accurately and clearly explain basic reporting rules such as
* AR Ay A information sources; Enable students to have a good grasp of the main steps and
(Description) techniques of news interviews; Enable students to proficiently apply various interview
practice methods such as questioning, follow-up, and interviews, and be able to operate
basic news writing.

The main difficulty of this course is that students need to complete a large amount of
reading or interview practice after each class. Due to varying degrees of lack of social skills

and knowledge among students, these exercises are very challenging for some students. It

can be said that pain and pleasure coexist.
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
