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International Trade Practice is a specialized elective course for all sophomores
majoring in international economic and trade. As a basic course in international trade,
international trade practice is a comprehensive application subject with strong

practicality, which involves basic knowledge and basic principles used in international

trade law, international finance, international transportation, international insurance, etc.
Characterized by being international, bilingual teaching methods is used in the lecture

of International Trade Practice.




International Trade Practice is designed to develop students’ professional skills in
international trade practice and the main purpose of the course is to help students
understand the basic theory and skills of international commodity trade, master
international legal knowledge, and furthermore make solid foundation of professional
knowledge and practical skills in students’ future learning. After completing this course,
student would master the principle, knowledge and skills of the international
commodity trade; understand relevant international trade practices and legal norms,
grasp the main ways of import and export trade, and further engage in foreign trade
activities.

The contents of International Trade Practice consist of four main parts: the
international trade terms, articles of international sales contract, international trade
procedure and international trade forms. Among them, the course will focus on the
latest version of international trade terms and customs (such as International Rules for
the Interpretation of Trade Terms, Uniform  Customs and Practice
for Documentary Credits, Uniform Rules for Collections, United Nations Convention on
Contracts for the International Sale of Goods, etc.) and their application in actual
trading operations. Furthermore, the detailed articles of the international sales
contract, such as quality, quantity and packages of international cargo, international
cargo transportation, international cargo transportation insurance, commodity pricing,
international payment and settlement are to be explored in the course. Besides that,
with the help of case studying in class as well as after class, students can put the

learned knowledge into practice of international trade.
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
