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(Description)

Course significance: the core course of international economy and trade subject,
which is the only way for students to know and understand macroeconomic theory
from closed to open. It is also the inevitable requirement for students to master the
laws of international trade and its internal logic.

Course objectives: the course is high-level, innovative and challenging, so that
students can systematically understand the general theories, policies and measures
of international trade, organically combine the basic theories of western economics
with international trade theories, and master the theoretical analysis models and
methods of international trade issues.

Main teaching contents: international trade theory and trade policy, including
classical trade theory, new trade theory, new-new trade theory and global value
chain trade theory; Trade liberalization and protectionist policies, WTO and
regional economic integration, international trade in services and technology,
China's foreign trade development and foreign trade system.

Key points: classical trade theory and new trade theory

Difficulty: new trade theory

Main teaching methods: Teachers' presentation and class discussion, guided by the
basic theory of international trade and the country's foreign policies, integrated into
the ideological and political elements of the course, and attached importance to
case and case analysis. Take students as the center, pay attention to process
evaluation and feedback, and strengthen ability training and basic skill training.
Basic requirements: actively participate in the class topic discussion, read the
specified bibliography and academic papers after class, complete the unit
assignments on time, and count them into the usual grades. The final closed book

examination shall be included in the final grade.
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
