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Agricultural and rural economics studies and clarifies the economic laws of
agricultural and rural development, providing theoretical basis and countermeasures for
ensuring agricultural and rural economic development, constructing modern agricultural
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o system, ensuring effective supply of agricultural products, realizing agricultural
(Description)

modernization and rural revitalization. This course is based on the experience of foreign
agricultural and rural development, combined with the reality of “agriculture, countryside
and farmers” in China, highlighting the theoretical, practical and forward-looking. The

study of agricultural and rural economics is helpful to grasp the major policies of the Party




and the country on the development of “agriculture, countryside and farmers”, to learn the
theory of “agriculture, countryside and farmers”, to touch the reality of “agriculture,
countryside and farmers”, to cultivate the feelings of “agriculture, countryside and
farmers”, and to help learners to expand their knowledge and broaden their horizons.

The main contents of the course include: basic theory of agricultural products market,
international trade of agricultural products, human resources in agricultural villages,
capital in agricultural villages, land resources in agriculture and villages, progress in
agricultural technology, efficiency of utilization and allocation of agricultural resources,
agricultural production and operation organizations, agriculture and national economy,
macroeconomic policies and agriculture, agricultural support and protection policies, food
safety and food safety policies, agricultural environmental protection policies, agricultural
modernization, and theories and methods of agricultural public policy evaluation. This

course is mainly taught in class and combined with class discussion.
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
