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(Description)

The purpose of this course is to provide a platform for students to study classics and
frontier works in politics and administration, public management, public policy, social
security, internal party regulations and other humanities and Social Sciences under the
leadership of experts. The course will lay a good foundation for undergraduates to learn
professional knowledge, provide theoretical and methodological guidance for further
academic research, and improve students' learning ability and scientific research ability.
The selection of reading titles is guided by Xi Jinping Thought on Socialism with Chinese
Characteristics for a New Era. The course focuses on helping students gain a deeper
understanding of the basic principles of Marxism, understand the experience of China's
development, and establish an identification with Chinese civilization, the Chinese Path,

and the Governance of China through the reading of original texts.

In this course, students are required to participate in at least eight seminars held by the
college during the four-year undergraduate course. After each seminar, they need to write a
reading report (no less than 3000 words) and submit it to the reading guide teacher for
evaluation. In the first semester of the senior year, students selected the course of “Reading

of Classics and Frontier Works in Humanities and Social Sciences” in the course selection
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system, and the teacher will assess the final score of the course.
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
