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(Description)

"Contemporary Local Government" is a course to explain the contemporary Chinese local
government under the guidance of Marxist theory, especially the guidance of theory of socialism with
Chinese characteristics, in accordance with the constitution and laws.

Thirdly, this course has strong applicability. According to our country's constitution and laws, it

provides an overview of the institutional foundation, historical background, power functions, operating




rules, political relations, financial support, reform trends, and governance trends of contemporary Chinese
local governments. Through the description, you can understand how the local government in
contemporary China operates and how to operate better.

Fourth, this course has a certain degree of comparison, focusing on contemporary Chinese local
governments, while paying attention to understanding the characteristics and advantages of contemporary
Chinese local governments from the perspective of the world; focusing on the reality of Chinese local
governments and grasping the development process of contemporary Chinese local governments, while
paying attention to the historical and from the perspective of future trends, so as to better understand the
laws and characteristics of contemporary local governments in comparison.

In short, this course is suitable for undergraduate students of political science and administration and
related majors in colleges and universities. It is of great significance for students to master knowledge,

cultivate ability, and form a correct political outlook.
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
