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(Description)

Social survey theory and methods is one of the professional development courses for
students majored in political science and administration. As a method course, it aims to
improve students’ practical ability to conduct academic research on the basis of reviewing
theoretical and methodological knowledge, to lay a solid foundation for students to engage
in survey practices and academic research in the future.

The course adheres to the guidance of Marxism. It is designed to guide students
engage in social investigation practices, pay attention to major issues and practical
problems in national development, and cultivate students' sense of social responsibility in
the introduction of social survey cases and practices.

This course tries to help the students experience the applicable situations of different
investigation methods and analyzes the factors that may affect the results in the
investigation process by introducing real survey studies. Case discussions and survey
practices in this course will help students understand the principles and processes of social
investigation more comprehensively. After studying this course, students are expected to
master social investigation independently.

The teaching difficulty lies in the diversity and constantly innovation of social survey
methods, as well as the complexity in the survey process. In reflection of the
"student-centered" concept, this course adopts flexible and diverse teaching methods, such
as students' sharing, team presentation, and group discussion, in order to guide students to
actively learn new survey research methods on the basis of mastering traditional research

methods and encourage students to analyze and solve problems encountered in the survey




process.
The main teaching methods of the course include lectures, group discussion and
sharing, exercises, research practices, and so on.

The final grading will be based on daily performance in class and homework (30%),

and term paper (70%).
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
