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(Description)

The course is taught around the issues of Chinese classical ethics, helping students to deepen their
understanding of excellent traditional culture, helping to establish correct ethical and moral values,
strengthening national identity and stimulating cultural self-confidence. In the special discussion on
Chinese classical ethical issues, help students fully understand the research method that combines
history and logic, and guide students to deeply understand the excellent traditional Chinese culture.
The goal of the course is not only to transmit the knowledge form of Chinese classical ethical
thought, but also to cultivate students' ability to face and analyze real problems, combine
knowledge and practice to a certain extent, and let all students speak in class discussions and
themes. There are opportunities to demonstrate their knowledge and the effectiveness of their
course learning.

The knowledge teaching of the course can serve the improvement of students' ethical and moral




quality, and cultivate their ability and awareness to solve the ethical and moral conflicts in reality by
taking historical problems as clues. Problem-oriented knowledge teaching can fully reflect the
current research trend of Chinese classical ethical thought, and interact with students in class
discussions, thereby inspiring their interest in academic exploration. In addition to the course
teaching, students are also required to have enough extra-curricular readings on ancient Chinese

classics, and to put forward their own thinking and opinions accordingly.
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
