Through the
study, students are helped to establish a Marxist worldview and methodology, to think
deeply about the major theoretical and practical problems of Marxist philosophy, to
enhance the ability to use the research paradigm of Marxist philosophy to discover
problems, analyze them and solve them, and to train students to constantly achieve the

combination of theory and practice.
